The presentation dealt with both the broad issues that cut across all the points of the Pledge (for example, leadership and strategic direction, audit and performance management and the use of technology) and also the actions taken with regard to the 10 specific points of the Pledge. A great deal of effort had gone into improving the situation on Pledge point 4 (Neighbourhood Team responses) which had been judged to be poor at the last inspection and it was hoped that the forthcoming inspection would acknowledge improvements made. In general terms this preparatory work had been in development for some time with a quickening of the pace towards the end of last year.


It was understood that the inspection would mainly involve on the ground reality checking to assess the level of progress achieved.
