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LENTON TRIANGLE LAG MINUTES MARCH 10

PRIORITIES ON THE LENTON TRIANGLE

Hazardous Parking Faraday Road

UP DATE 3rd March 2010

Reviewing road traffic signs by working in partnership with the City Council Highways Agency and monitoring of the Faraday Road/ Derby Road junction with regards to safety, enforcement action to be taken against offending vehicles and feed back to local residents and business users on action taken.

 A traffic enforcement operation was carried out on Faraday Road by members of the Lenton Triangle Neighbourhood Policing Team in October 2009. This has resulted in one prosecution in relation to contravention of the relevant NO RIGHT TURN and AHEAD ONLY Road traffic signage Derby Road / Faraday Road.

Problematic days / times : Monday – Friday – 0730hrs – 0930hrs & 1500 – 1830hrs

Patrols carried out during these periods to deter offending vehicles.

Regular patrols have been carried out by the Lenton Triangle SNT in relation to this priority during the times shown above, no offending vehicles were seen during these periods. As a result of this another two day enforcement operation will take place during the next 4 weeks, this site will be updated accordingly with any results / findings.

Rowdiness/Nuisance Behaviour top of Lenton Triangle
UP DATE 3rd March 2010

Partnership working with the Off campus Student Manager from Nottingham University to Identify offending addresses, at which time positive action / enforcement will be carried out. Dedicated patrols by SNT around problem locations when required.

There were a number of rowdy nuisance & noise complaints by local residents and some students themselves during  last term. These complaints related directly to student households both within the upper portion of the Triangle area, i.e, Seely Road down to Lenton Boulevard and the student complexes on Faraday Road, particularly Manor Villages.

As a result of this situation, meetings were arranged with the necessary housing providers and the off campus Student Manager from Nottingham University. These meetings resulted in offending households being drop visited by the Police and Melanie Futer from the University. 

During these visits the occupants were warned in terms of criminal prosecutions that would be pursued by the Police where applicable should their behaviour persist and also disciplinary action that would be initiated from the University regarding repeat offenders.

A number of verbal warnings were issued to different student households throughout  last term. In June 2009 ALL the occupants of one address within the Manor Villages complex were issued an Abatement Notice served in respect of a statutory Noise Nuisance- Environmental Protection Act 1990: section 80, by the City Council Noise Pollution Team.

Between 02/02/2010 – 03/03/2010

Only 3 - Rowdy Nuisance and Noise complaints were reported to Police in relation to this priority during the above period, which is yet again very encouraging and less than last months logged incidents, predominately the reporting times remain - end of the week / weekends between 2200hrs – 0300hrs

Operation Country 09 - high visibility patrols carried out throughout the Lenton Triangle area during these times which assisted in dealing with problematic noisy households

As a consequence of last terms issues the local Neighbourhood Policing Team will be monitoring problematic addresses and rowdy nuisance incidents relating to student households weekly from January 2010. This information will be supplied to the Off Campus Student Manager on a monthly basis for further enquiries and where necessary enforcement action.

Speeding vehicles-Derby Road/Ilkeston Road

UP DATE 3rd March 2010

I have contacted the Traffic Camera enforcement team and I’m currently awaiting an update in regards to the amount of offending vehicles speeding on Derby Road since 23/12/09, once this information is received this priority will be updated accordingly.

 In relation to this priority I have been working in partnership with the traffic camera enforcement team who themselves work closely with the Highway Agency. As a result of this I’ve spoken to the enforcement team 23/12/2009. At that time the following information was received: since September 2009 there has been a total of 592 prosecutions in terms of offending vehicles being driven in excess of the 30mph speed limit on the stretch of Derby Road from Lenton Boulevard to Canning Circus. This priority has been highlighted by local residents within the area. As a result of this I have asked for the assistance of the Traffic Camera Enforcement Team to assistant in deterring drivers from speeding on Derby Road, as this is becoming increasing dangerous for other road users and pedestrians. We hope to see a positive effect by using the speed camera on this road and plan to feedback to our community any results obtained from the traffic camera unit in the future.

There are no specific planned days / times in relation to this priority, the Traffic Camera Unit will advertise on “Notts Speed Camera” website the locations throughout the County where the Traffic Camera Team will be visiting over a given week.

> Over the past 3 year ( 2006 - 2009 (part) ) RTC ( Road Traffic Collision ) data from the Nottingham City Council Accident Investigation Unit, for the stretch of Derby Road between Canning Circus and Lenton Boulevard.

In the past 3 years there have been a total of 41 RTC's along this stretch of Derby Road, which resulted in 58 casualties.

> Causation factors for each of the 41 RTC's, shows that officers in attendance recorded ' exceeding the speed limit ' as a causation factor on only 3 occasions. However causation factor ' Careless / Reckless / In a hurry was recorded a total of 9 occasions. 

 I would ask you to think about this analogy, if you throw a stone with little force at a window the likelihood is that it will bounce off and the pane of glass will remain intact, however if you throw a stone with much greater force at a window the probability is that that the pane of glass will undoubting break. Think of this in terms of a collision. If a driver hits a pedestrian at 30mph, there is an 80% chance the pedestrian will survive.  At 40mph there is a 80% chance of driver killing a pedestrian. By reducing your speed you will also give yourself extra time to respond to hazards!

ANY OTHER BUISNESS

The members of the public who had attended the LAG lived in a specific area of Radford so the majority of their issues were that of personal benefit and none of the areas priorities really affected them.

Issue

The new Tesco due to open on Ilkeston Road (Formerly Jolly Higglers public house) Although this isn’t due to open on the Lenton Triangle the residents voiced their concerns about the possibility of there being an increase in the amount of young males and females loitering around the area if there were to be a new Tesco. Other concerns are that there may be an increase in traffic and that people may decide to park on the road therefore making it increasingly difficult to cross the road and walk along the pavement.

Police Response

After speaking with PC Ian Newman the Beat Manager for The Leen area, which Tesco is due to be built on. PC Newman stated that it is in the very early stages and that Tesco have so far only applied for an alcohol license and so therefore if that application were to be refused Tesco wouldn’t continue with any further application. The land, which Tesco would be built on, also still belongs to a private owner.  

CRIME STATISTICS FOR THE LENTON TRIANGLE

CRIME FIGURES UPDATE – LAST 12 MONTHS



Year to date figures as of  4th March 2010 show an unfortunate increase of 6%, however an encouraging decrease of 42% in robberies, an increase in burglary from 8 to 12- year on year, an increase in violent crime from 3 to 5 year on year and a decrease of  11% in vehicle crime. I can ensure my community that myself and my team are dedicated to working towards decreasing the amount of dwelling house burglaries throughout the area, with this in mind I would ask anyone seeing any suspicious activity in the area to report it immediately to the Police by calling 999, also please ensure you lock your doors and windows and move any desirable / valuable items i.e laptop computers away from open view, stay focused and beat the opportunist burglar.

OP Country which is an annual operation to tackle burglaries within the Canning neighbourhood area has been underway since September 2009. This is a combination of high visibility and plain clothes patrols by Police Officers during periods that we believe the burglaries are occurring.  This operation continues to produced some very encouraging results with numerous arrest’s and stop searches which have identified offenders and helped to support local intelligence gathering.

Also Beat Surgeries are being held at the Radford and Lenton Library on Lenton Boulevard for anyone who wants to ask any questions. They are held roughly every fortnight and are being advertised across the beat.
