From 14th June to 20th June the Sneinton Neighbourhood Police Team took part in a Week of Action. 

These are co-ordinated by the Crime and Drugs Partnership and involve a wide variety of activities by a range of local service providers. 

From our point of view we tried to focus on local issues and priorities. 

We had extra officers in the area concentrating on anti-social behaviour in areas highlighted as a problem. 

They also patrolled the areas where there had been recent reports of burglary. 

As a result there were very few reports of ASB during the week and no dwelling burglaries were reported for the whole of the Dales ward. 

In addition we had a number of police staff volunteers who issued crime prevention leaflets in the area and offered Smartwater to residents. 

This was extremely successful with over 1100 properties visited and Smartwater issued to 300 homes.

A traffic operation took place in Bakersfield in response to community concerns about

speeding in the area. As a result 12 drivers were warned about their speed and 1 Fixed Penalty Notice was given to a motorist for excessive speed.

Particular attention was paid to the parks in the locality. As a result there were 22 alcohol confiscations. In addition the motorcycle off-road team spent 2 day in the area deterring illegal off-road bikes, which have become a particular problem over the last few months. They will continue to patrol the park areas over the coming months.

The feedback from residents has been overwhelmingly positive, particularly in relation to the visibility of the Police Team.
